CONTINUANCES

Any firm, corporation, or government unit that is deprived of the services of the sole individual at an business location who is licensed as a pesticide dealer may continue to operate in their usual manner for a maximum of two months, provided:

(1)
It directs a request for an examination appointment for a designated individual to the Structural Pest Control and Pesticides Division of the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services within two weeks of the date it terminates or loses the services of its licensed pesticide dealer;
(2)
It has available a designated individual who has worked in pesticide sales under a licensed pesticide dealers supervision for at least three months; and

(3)
The designated individual shall supervise pesticide sales during the interim period.
