04 NCAC 01E .0210 REIMBURSEMENT OF EXTRAORDINARY EXPENSE

Where the department finds it necessary to incur "extraordinary" expense pertinent to consideration of/or the
approval of an authority application, the department will expect to be reimbursed for those expenses by the authority
or its proposed lessee. The expenditure will not be made or committed except as agreed to by the authority. Such
expenditures will be confined to those costs to be incurred relative to a particular application, such as the
"out-of-pocket" costs relative to "out-of-state” trips made by the secretary, or his designee, or the cost of advertising
the certificate of approval.
