CORRECTIONS TO MARKERS

(a)  The committee shall correct or update markers which are outdated because of new information, disappearance of structures, or relocation of highways.  The Department of Cultural Resources shall arrange for the relocation or correction.

(b)  Any person submitting the proposed correction must have knowledge or information of the erroneous marker or mistaken site, and must submit historical data to show such error or mistake.  The person submitting the proposed correction, upon written request, may appear before the Committee and present documentation of the error at its next scheduled meeting.
