
10A NCAC 13B .4303 NURSING SERVICES MATERNAL SERVICES 

(a)  The nurse executive or the decentralized nursing management staff shall designate a registered nurse who has 

education, training, and experience in obstetrical care as supervisor of obstetrical services. 

(b)  A registered nurse shall be responsible for providing the type and amount of nursing care needed by each 

patient. A staffing plan shall be available to the Division for review.
