
10A NCAC 14F .1702 FOLLOW-UP EVALUATION 

(a)  The interdisciplinary team members shall attend monthly meetings for follow-up evaluation of patients' progress 

toward cardiac rehabilitation goals. Changes to each patient's cardiac rehabilitation care plan shall be made as needed 

based on continued evaluations. Any changes made in the patient's cardiac rehabilitation care plan shall be recorded in 

the medical record and sent to the patient's personal and referring physician(s). 

(b)  If any staff member cannot attend, the reason for the absence and the means of communicating information prior to 

and after the meeting shall be documented. 

(c)  The personal and referring physician(s) shall be informed of any complication or change in patient status while in the 

program. 

(d)  Progress notes shall be recorded in the patient's medical record evaluating progress toward goals established from the 

plan of care.
