
10A NCAC 41A .0303 RECORDING THE SALES OF BIRDS 

(a)  A business engaged in the retail sale of birds shall maintain a record of each sale for at least six months after the 

sale. The record shall include the name and address of the purchaser of each bird. The record shall be made available 

to the Department upon the request of the Department. 

(b)  This Rule shall not apply to the sale of birds for hunting, scientific, educational, agricultural or food purposes.
