SECTION .0500 - ALCOHOL SCREENING TEST DEVICES

10A NCAC 41B .0501 SCREENING TESTS FOR ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION

(@) This Section governs the requirement of G.S. 20-16.3 that the Department examine devices suitable for use by
law enforcement officers in making on-the-scene tests of drivers for alcohol concentration and that the Department
approve these devices and their manner of use. In examining devices for making chemical analyses, the Department
finds that at present only screening devices for testing the breath of drivers are suitable for on-the-scene use by law
enforcement officers.

(b) This Section does not address or in any way restrict the use of screening tests for impairment other than those
based on chemical analyses, including various psychophysical tests for impairment.
