CERTAIN DISABLED CASES

The minimum payment for Certain Disabled cases is five dollars ($5.00). The following budgeting principles apply:
(1)
An individual applicant/recipient's special assistance payment is computed by allowing one hundred twenty‑seven dollars ($127.00) for maintenance; subtracting net income from needs; and rounding the difference to the nearest dollar.
(2)
If an applicant or recipient has a needy spouse or other essential person residing in his own home, the recipient's special assistance payment shall be computed by allowing one hundred sixty‑five dollars ($165.00) for maintenance; subtracting their combined net income from their needs; and rounding the difference to the nearest dollar.
