11 NCAC 12 .0317 ORIGIN OF SICKNESS: DESCRIPTION

The use of a term more restrictive than "first manifested" in the determination of when a disease or sickness begins
is prohibited. The term “prudent person" cannot be used as a condition to establish when a disease or sickness
begins.
