12 NCAC 021 .0305 TRANSFERS

(@) No individual commissioned as a company police officer may transfer his company police commission from one
employing company police agency to another.

(b) Prior to receiving a company police commission, a person who has been previously commissioned as a company
police officer shall meet all those requirements for transfer set out in 12 NCAC 09C .0306(b).

(c) Officers previously commissioned who were not previously required to meet the educational or basic training
requirements are not required to meet such requirements when applying for commission to another agency with less than
a 12-month break in law enforcement service. If an individual has been separated from a company police agency for
greater than 12 months, that individual must comply with the rules for application for company police commission.
