PROFESSIONAL LECTURER CERTIFICATION: TELECOMMUNICATOR CERTIFICATION COURSE

(a)  The Commission may issue Professional Lecturer Certification to a licensed attorney‑at‑law or a person with a law degree to teach "Civil Liability for the Telecommunicator" in the Telecommunicator Certification Course.

(b)  To be eligible for such certification an applicant shall present documentary evidence demonstrating that the applicant has:

(1)
graduated from an accredited law school; and

(2)
obtained the endorsement of a commission recognized school director who shall:

(A)
recommend the applicant for certification as a professional lecturer; and

(B)
describe the applicant's expected participation, topical areas, duties and responsibilities.
