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A right-to-sue letter may be requested by the complainant after a determination of reasonable cause to believe that 

the allegations of the complaint are true and notice of conciliation failure. The request may be granted unless the 

Commissioner intends to file a civil action pursuant to G.S. 95-243. If the request for a right-to-sue letter is granted, 

the case shall be closed.
