15ANCAC 03K .0106 TAKING OR UNLOADING OYSTERS AND CLAMS ON SUNDAY OR AT
NIGHT

(@) It shall be unlawful to take oysters or clams between the hours of sunset and sunrise on any day.

(b) It shall be unlawful to unload oysters or clams from any vessel or remove any vessel containing oysters or clams

from the water on Sundays or between sunset and sunrise on any day except that in New Hanover, Pender, and

Brunswick counties, oysters and clams may be unloaded until two hours after sunset.

(c) Oysters and clams taken on Sundays from public bottom under the provisions of Rule .0105 of this Section or

from shellfish leases and franchises pursuant to G.S. 113-208 shall be exempt from Paragraph (b) of this Rule.
