(@) A principal may designate the North Carolina Secretary of Commerce or his or her designee as the authorized
government official pursuant to this Chapter.

(b) With the consent of the North Carolina Secretary of Commerce, a local government official designated as a
principal's authorized government official may delegate to the North Carolina Secretary of Commerce or his or her
designee the authority to act as the principal's authorized government official pursuant to this Chapter and to the
principal's designation of that local government official.
