 PETITION FOR RULE-MAKING
(a)  Any person may petition the State Board of Registration for Foresters (NCBRF) to adopt a new rule, or amend or repeal an existing rule by submitting a rule-making petition to NCBRF.  The petition must be titled "Petition for Rulemaking" and must include the following information:

(1)
the name and address of the person submitting the petition;

(2)
a citation to any rule for which an amendment or repeal is requested;

(3)
a draft of any proposed rule or amended rule;

(4)
an explanation of why the new rule or amendment or repeal of an existing rule is requested and the effect of the new rule, amendment, or repeal on the procedures of NCBRF; and

(5)
any other information the person submitting the petition considers relevant.

(b)  In making the decision to grant or deny the petition, the Board shall consider the information submitted with the petition and any other relevant information.
