BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIRED FOR APPLICANT

(a)  If the Board determines that an applicant for licensure has:

(1)
a pending charge or conviction of a criminal offense or domestic violence, or disciplinary action regarding another occupational license or certification; or 
(2)
a civil judgment, termination from employment or dismissal from an educational institution related to criminal behavior, assault or the massage and bodywork therapy or other health care profession, the Board shall investigate the applicant's background.

(b)  At the request of the Board, the applicant shall provide all documentation related to the event(s), and shall pay the additional fee set forth in Rule .0204(6) to cover the Board's costs of such investigation.
