Persons desiring information in addition to that provided in a published notice of rule-making proceedings may contact 

the Board in writing at its address.  The envelope containing the request should clearly bear the notation: "REQUEST 

FOR INFORMATION ON PROPOSED RULES".  The request should clearly indicate the rule-making proceeding 

which is the subject of the inquiry.  The sender should enclose a self-addressed stamped envelope for the Board's use in 

providing such information.
