
21 NCAC 64 .0206 SUPERVISION OF PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE 

(a)  The Board interprets G.S. 90-298(c) to mean that supervision satisfactory to the Board requires four hours each 

month of direct, on-site observation of the applicant's work with patients, in addition to other methods of supervision such 

as review of tape recordings, review of records, and review of staff meetings. 

(b)  A temporary license issued pursuant to G.S. 90-298 shall be suspended upon the termination of approved 

supervision, and any period of practice without approved supervision shall not be deemed to comply with the practical 

experience requirements of G.S. 90-295(4).
