
21 NCAC 64 .0207 PAYMENT OF FEES AND COMPLETION OF APPLICATIONS 

The Board interprets G.S. 90-298 and 305 (1), (3) and (5) to mean that the failure to pay appropriate fees or to supply 

additional information or documentation necessary to complete an application, within 180 days following the date of 

written notice by regular mail to the applicant's address as submitted to the Board, shall result in the application being 

considered abandoned without further notice to the applicant.
