
24 NCAC 06A .0604 INVOLUNTARY EXCLUSION 

(a)  When the Commission is notified of an Individual who has been adjudicated by law as prohibited from engaging 

in Wagering in the State, the Individual shall be excluded from establishing or maintaining a Wagering Account or 

placing Wagers for a set period, up to and including that Individual's lifetime. 

(b)  The Commission shall attempt to provide notice of exclusion to an Involuntarily Excluded Person. 

(c)  An Involuntarily Excluded Person who wishes to contest their involuntary exclusion may request in writing an 

informal review by the Commission. This request for review shall fully state the reasons the Individual believes the 

involuntary exclusion was not supported by statute, Rule, procedure, or practice. The Commission's conclusion shall 

be final and binding on parties. 

(d)  Nothing in this Rule shall prohibit an Operator from preventing Individuals from entering its Wagering Facility.
