(@) Anagency may use the subchapter to divide chapters into subject areas.

(b) When subdividing a chapter into subchapters, an agency shall subdivide the entire chapter into at least two
subchapters.

(c) Asubchapter of the Code shall be represented by a capital letter following the chapter number. Subchapters shall be
lettered consecutively unless a subchapter letter has been reserved.
