LESS THAN 70 PERCENT HARD SEED AND GERMINATION

The sale of any agricultural seed having a total percentage of germination and hard seed of less than 70 percent is prohibited, with the following exceptions:

(1)
field corn shall germinate not less than 90 percent; and

cotton seed and Kentucky Bluegrass shall germinate not less than 60 percent.
