"Classifications" means one of the four levels of skill based on the total score given by the
evaluators on the classification test.

"Division" means the North Carolina Division of Services for the Deaf and the Hard of Hearing.
"Division Director" means the Director of the North Carolina Division of Services for the Deaf
and the Hard of Hearing.

"N.C.1.C.S." means the North Carolina Interpreter Classification System.

"N.R.I1.D." means the National Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf.

"Sign Language Interpreter" means a person who performs services for the public in the capacity
of an interpreter or transliterator between one or more hearing persons and one or more deaf
persons using American Sign Language or manually coded English.

"Transliterator” means a person who performs services for the public in the capacity of a
transliterator between one or more hearing persons and one or more deaf persons using a form of
manually coded English.
