15A NCAC 02G .0506 RECIPIENTS' REQUIREMENTS

(@) Holders of Level I allocations must provide documentation meeting the requirements of the North Carolina
Environmental Policy Act, G.S. 113A-1 thru 113A-10, at the time the holders propose to build facilities to use water
from Jordan Lake. Such documentation shall include the environmental impacts of the proposed withdrawal,
treatment, distribution, and disposal of the holders' allocated water.

(b) Local governments must install and maintain suitable meters for the measurement of water withdrawn, report
these withdrawals to the department on a monthly basis, and obtain the department's approval for the design,
location, and installation of associated withdrawal facilities.

(c) Holders of Level I and Level Il allocations must pay the required capital, interest, and operating costs when due.
