
15A NCAC 02L .0114 NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 

(a)  Any person subject to the requirements of Rule .0106(c) or (e) of this Section shall submit to the local health 

director and the chief administrative officer of the jurisdictions in which the groundwater contamination has 

occurred, a copy of the site assessment report as required by Rule .0111(b) of this Section. 

(b)  Any person who submits a request under Rule .0106(g) or (h) of this Section shall notify the local health 

director and the chief administrative officer of the jurisdictions in which the contaminant plume occurs, and all 

property owners and occupants within or contiguous to the area underlain by the contaminant plume, and under the 

areas where it is predicted through modeling or expected through professional judgment to migrate, a summary of 

the request and reasons supporting it. Notification shall be made by certified mail concurrent with the submittal of 

the request to the Director. Individuals interested in the request may submit written comments to the Director within 

30 days of the receipt of the notification. The Director shall issue a final decision after considering the written 

comments. 

(c)  Any person whose request under Rule .0106(g) or (h) of this Section is granted by the Director shall notify 

parties specified in Paragraph (b) of this Rule of the Director's decision and a summary of the actions to be taken. 

Notification shall be made by certified mail within 30 days of receipt of the Director's decision.
