abate and control contamination of the waters of the State as deemed necessary to protect human
health and the environment;

permit management of the State's groundwaters to protect their designated current usage and
potential future uses;

provide for anticipated future uses of the State's groundwater;

recognize the diversity of contaminants, the State's geology, and the characteristics of each
individual site; and

accomplish these goals in a cost-efficient manner to assure the best use of the limited resources
available to address groundwater pollution within the State.
