15A NCAC 18C .0705 CONDUITS: PIPES AND FLUMES: GATES AND VALVES
Conduits conducting flocculated or coagulated water to sedimentation basins shall have sufficient capacity to limit

velocity of flow to 0.5 feet per second. The optimum velocity to prevent both the breaking up and the settling of the floc
is considered to be 0.5 feet per second.
