15A NCAC 18C .1101 WATERSHED AREA 

No dwelling house, pasture, hog lot, cattle or horse barn, or other areas where domestic animals are confined or 

permitted, and no parks, camping grounds or other places of public assembly shall be permitted within the watershed 

area of an unfiltered public water system. The watershed area shall be posted in accordance with Rule .1107 of this 

Section.
