15A NCAC 18C .1512 CONCENTRATION OF MANGANESE

The requirements of this Rule shall apply only to community water systems. A community water system that has a
manganese concentration in excess of 0.05 mg/l shall provide treatment to control the water quality. Analysis of
samples shall be made on an as needed basis determined by the Department and shall include the addition of a new
well or other raw water source, an approval of a new community water system, an approval of an existing system
not previously approved, or problems and complaints of water quality normally associated with manganese
concentration.
